The Town Board of the Town of Cottage Grove does ordain as follows:
Section 20.01(2)(h) shall be amended and (j) shall be added as follows:

20.01(2)(h) RESTRICTIONS ON KEEPING DOGS AND CATS
An owner will be in violation of this ordinance if the owner’s dog or cat, does any of the following within the
town limits:

(h) Defecates in any public park or recreation area, or within any public right-of-way within the Town
limits, without the waste or manure being immediately collected and removed by the person in control of said
animal. This section shall not apply to a person who is visually or physically handicapped.

() Defecates upon any private property, other than that owned or occupied by the animal’s owner or
caretaker, without the waste or manure being immediately collected and removed by the person in control of said
animal. This section shall not apply to a person who is visually or physically handicapped.

Section 20.01(2a) shall be added as follows:

20.01(2a) ANIMAL WASTE DISPOSAL

A person will be in violation of this ordinance if, within the town limits, the person knowingly deposits, dumps,
disposes or otherwise places animal waste or manure in any public park, recreation area, public right of way, or
private property not owned or leased by the person, unless the person has permission from the property owner to
do so. This section shall not apply to a person who is visually or physically handicapped.
